The broad steps to be adopted 

for this purpose are as follows
(a) Preparation of bidding 

documents. 

(b) Invitation of tender for the 

surplus goods to be sold. 

(c) Opening of bids. 

(d) Analysis and evaluation of bids 

received. 

(e) Selection of highest responsive 

bidder. 

(f) Collection of sale value from 

the selected bidder. 

(g) Issue of sale release order to 

the selected bidder.

(h) Release of the sold surplus 

goods to the selected bidder. 

(i) Return of bid security to the 

unsuccessful bidders.
